Republic of Congo: Nouabale-Ndoki National Park/Central African Republic: Dzanga-Ndoki National Park via Cameroon
Day One: Travel from Yaounde to Yokadouma via Bertoua and Bartouri. This is a full day's drive, departing Yaounde at 7 am and arriving Yokadouma late afternoon. This includes frequent rest stops and a picnic lunch along the way. Overnight at the Elephant Hotel.   

Day Two: Travel Yokadouma to Libongo, on the Cameroon and Central African Republic border. This usually takes five hours. After border formalities, travel another two hours by motorized pirogue to Bayanga, gateway village to Dzanga-Ndoki National Park in the Central African Republic. 

Days Three, Four and Five: Activities in DNNP: Dzangha Bai (elephants), Bai Houkou (habituated gorillas) and Ba'Aka net hunting. There is also one afternoon of leisure.  Accommodation will be either Doli Lodge or Sangha Lodge.  

Day Six: Transfer via motorized pirogue to Bomassa, Nouabale-Ndoki National Park headquarters in the Republic of Congo. Border formalities with the Republic of Congo take place at Lijombo. This is a two – three hour trip. After lunch at Bomassa, continue on to Mbeli Camp in NNNP, via  4 x 4 and pirogue. Overnight at Mbeli Camp.  

Day Seven:  Full day observation tower over Mbeli Bai. This is where wild gorillas come to forage. 

Day Eight: Transfer to Mondika Camp via pirogue, 4 x 4, and on foot. Afternoon in camp. Overnight Mondika Camp. 

Day Nine:  Habituated gorilla treks at Mondika. Overnight at camp. 

Day Ten: Return to Bomassa for an early lunch, followed by transfer via pirogue to Libongo on the Cameroon/Central African Republic border. From Bomassa to Libongo takes four hours.  From Libongo to Yokadouma is a further five hours by road. This makes for a long day but an unavoidable one. Overnight at the Elephant Hotel. 

Day Eleven: Travel Yokadouma to Yaounde, a full day's drive. 

Note: travelers have the option of continuing on to Brazzaville, ROC, where they can catch their international departure for home rather than returning to Yaounde, Cameroon. Different prices will apply.  

Visitor Facts
· Double occupancy only, with the exception of a tour leader if he/she accompanies the group. 
· Group must sleep in the dorm at Bomassa, NNNP headquarters. Only two/three double rooms are available upon request and are never guaranteed.  
· There is alternative overnight accommodation at Ndoki which may be used the first night in ROC's NNNP, depending upon time of arrival at Bomassa (before 4 pm) and whether it is available. Ndoki is used by visiting or resident scientists. 

· It is very possible to be delayed by local airlines in the Rep of Congo in the event that the route via Brazzaville on the return is chosen. Guests may be required to pay additional nights in Brazzaville hotels if their international flight is missed. CWA prefers to inform its guests of this possibility rather than to build contingency costs into the tour which may not be used and not returned. 
· All guests are accompanied by French and English speaking guide. 
· Visas required in advance for ROC and CAR and Cameroon. 
· CWA guests are furnished with a letter of invitation which is required in order to apply for Central African visas abroad.  

· Proof of yellow fever vaccination is required for entry to both ROC and CAR. 

· All visitors must furnish proof of a negative TB test administered within six months of arrival at NNNP. Proof of vaccination against yellow fever, polio (if for the first time, administered no less than eight months before arrival) and measles is also required. There will be no exceptions. Gorillas are highly susceptible to human diseases. 

· It is strongly recommended that all visitors are vaccinated against tetanus, and hepatitis A and B.

· If guests arrive ill, or show any symptoms of illness (colds, flu, cough, diarrhea, etc), they are not allowed to visit the habituated gorillas and may be barred from Mbeli Bai observation platform as well. 
· All visitors are supplied masks to place over their nose and mouths when visiting the habituated gorillas and they must maintain a distance from the animals of seven meters. This is strictly enforced.

· Typically two guests at a time visit the habituated gorillas. Viewing time is one hour. There are no exceptions. 
· Children under the age of fifteen years are not permitted to observe the habituated gorillas at NNNP.
· Instructions on how to behave while in the forest and while observing gorillas are furnished to all participants before travel.

Booking, Cancellation Policies, and Travel Insurance:

Booking forms are required for each participant on a private tour or for each group sent by an agency, including any group accompanied by a Tour Leader. Booking forms are available from leslie@mamatembotours.com. There is also a form which can be downloaded on www.mamatembotours.com at www.mamatembotours.com/contact.php. 

A deposit of 50 percent of the total safari cost is required to confirm the booking, which is refundable up to 90 days before arrival less a handling fee of 300 USD. For bookings of groups of eight participants, 25 % of the deposit is non-refundable. 

Final payment is due TWO months before arrival date.  

Cancellation charges: 0 - 60 days before arrival: 75 % of the safari cost. 

Emergency medical care equivalent to Western standards is unavailable in Central Africa. The WCS and WWF, managers of these parks, have emergency evacuation plans in place but should it be necessary they will take time to enact. This region is very remote. It is imperative that all tour participants consider themselves healthy and physically fit and tell the truth about any physical issues, past or present, should they exist, on their booking forms.  A great deal of walking is required for travel to these parks. Travel insurance which covers trip cancellation as well as health and emergency evacuation is essential. Proof of such travel insurance is required by MTT Inc/CWA prior to participants' arrival.
