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DAMARALAND DELIGHT
3 days and 2 nights

Maximum 9 participants
This is a brief, but tantalising experience of the culture and wildlife in central Damaraland and gives an intense insight into conservation issues in this beautiful area.
Meet us in central Damaraland at Etendeka Mountain Camp, a permanent tented camp erected on a plateau with spectacular views, where it is also safe to leave your vehicle. 
ITINERARY
Day 1

We will meet you at Etendeka Mountain Camp at about 09h00.  Our first stop will be at the offices of the Torra Conservancy at the village of Bergsig.  Here we gain an insight into rural life and also into the conservation challenges facing the Torra Conservancy members. This is a community that only recently had to deal with lions persistently coming into the village. We then travel over “Dopsteekhoogte” to Wereldsend, historic base camp of IRDNC (Integrated Rural Development and Nature Conservation) from where the now national community-based conservation program was piloted in the early 1980s.  This is not a public campsite, but a working base for IRDNC serving most of the Kunene Region.  Here we will gain an in depth view and understanding of the history of conservation in the north-western part of Namibia. We visit several natural springs in the area.  These life sustaining water sources are often focal points for wildlife.  Enjoy a short walk through the basalt- boulder strewn slopes, home to Hartmann’s zebra, oryx, kudu and springbok.  End the day with a sundowner and watch the last rays of sun paint a kaleidoscope of colours on this magnificent canvas, before settling down for a mouth-watering dinner prepared by our back-up crew.
Day 2

At sunrise we join Torra Conservancy game guards looking for desert-adapted black rhino and other wildlife. This might entail covering some of the terrain on foot.   The day focuses on the fascinating fauna and flora of this extreme environment.  It is difficult not to be touched by this stark landscape broken by red staccato hills and impressive mesas.  Hidden valleys may offer surprise sightings of a diversity of wild animals, perhaps even giraffe in this unlikely habitat.    Towards late afternoon we slowly make our way to our bush camp, already erected by our back-up crew.  Spend a night camping wild, enjoy delicious bush cuisine alongside a crackling campfire, while you immerse yourself in the sounds, scents and flavours of an African night under a star-spangled sky.
Day 3 
We make use of the cool early morning, hoping to catch a glimpse of nocturnal animals and make the most of the soft light emphasising and highlighting the tones and textures of the magnificent mountains and valleys.  As we explore the area, who knows what we will find?  Perhaps a desert adapted elephant, or perhaps black rhino, perhaps even a desert lion …….  Damaraland is a veritable lucky packet of unexpected highlights!

We slowly make our way back to Etendeka Mountain Camp, arriving there mid afternoon. 
Note:  Our itinerary remains flexible because of environmental, climatic and human factors.
