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Serengeti National Park is known to the Masai, who had grazed their cattle on the vast grassy plains for millennia, as
Siringitu 'the place where the land moves forever.X

It is the Great migration for which the Serengeti is most famous. Over a million wildebeest and about 200,000 zebra flow
from the Northern hills to the Southern plains for the short rains every October and November, then swirl West and North
after the long rains in April, May and June. So strong is the ancient instinct to move that neither drought, gorges nor
crocodile infested rivers can hold them back.

Other hoofed animals such as gazelle, impala, hartebeest, topi and waterbuck also occur in huge numbers during the wet
season and throughout the year. 'Kopjiesgranite florations) are very common in the plains region and they make great
observation posts for predators, as well as providing refuge for hyrax and pythons. The Grumeti river in the Western
corridor, is also home to enormous Nile crocodile, colobus monkey and the Martial eagle. The migration passes through
this area from may to July.

Apart from the migration, the park is well known for its healthy populations of other resident wildlife particularly the cheetah
African Wild dog and the Big Five. The park also boasts about 500 bird species, including the Ostrich, Secretary bird, kori
bustard, Crowned Crane and the Marabou Stork.
