There are also future 

plans to introduce scenic flights, micro lights, sunset cruises & a mini health spa. 

The surrounding plains stretch for miles and are home to many species of wildlife. Game-viewing 

can be safely done whilst taking a leisurely walk or on a day or night game drive. The resident 

leopard and lion have been sighted within the camp catching impala, puku and bushbuck!
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
